SWRE members from across the co-op’s
two-state service territory met in Frederick on August
10 for the organization’s 2017 annual meeting. The
event was held at the historic Ramona Theatre.

Throughout that day many SWRE members
enjoyed eating popcorn and watching classic films at
the historic theatre. Vintage films included John
Wayne’s “King of the Pesos” and popular television
programs such as “The Andy Griffith Show” and “The
Beverly Hillbillies.”

Speaking of innovations and improvements, you
might have heard about our latest project at SWRE.
Over the next six months we will begin promoting
Operation Round Up, a new opportunity for members
of SWRE to positively impact their immediate
communities.

Operation Round Up is a program started by
Palmetto Electric in South Carolina.

Since 1989, when the program was
introduced, the trust has contributed more than
$5.7 million in grants which are made possible
by voluntary member contributions.

Participants donate just pennies a month by
agreeing to have their electric bills rounded up
to the next dollar.

Operation Round Up is an incredibly
successful way in which we will be able to help
those in need in our communities. Through
Operation Round Up, members will have the
option to have SWRE automatically round up
their electric bills to the next highest dollar. For
example, a consumer’s monthly bill of $52.73
would be automatically rounded up to $53.00,
with the additional 27 cents going to the
Operation Round Up fund.

Small change doesn’t sound like much, but
when we combine our small change together we
can create big change in an impactful way!

As you can see, Southwest Rural Electric is
excited about the implementation of this
program. Be on the lookout for more information
on how you can participate in this exciting
opportunity.

Place kebabs on hot
grill for about 15 minutes or until veggies
are tender and golden.
