 You may have noticed the wind 
turbines just west of Apache, Oklaho-
ma.  These turbines make up the first 
wind farm in the state of Oklahoma.  
They are part of Blue Canyon Wind 
Farm, which generates power for 
Western Farmer’s Electric Coopera-
tive (WFEC).

 WFEC is a generation and trans-
mission cooperative that feeds elec-
tricity to 17 distribution cooperatives, 
including your very own, Southwest 
Rural Electric Cooperative.

What’s Cookin’ in the SWRE Kitchen

Ingredients:
1/2 pound dried black-eyed peas
1 tablespoons oil
1 medium onion, diced
5 cloves of garlic, minced
1 medium-sized red bell pepper, chopped
Cajun spice mix (recipe below)
1 bay leaf
2 – 3 cups vegetable stock
Freshly-ground pepper, to taste
1 bunch (about 175 grams/6 oz) chard
   leaves or spinach, cut into strips
1/2 teaspoon smoked paprika or liquid smoke
2 green onions, chopped

 

Smoky Cajun-Style Black-Eyed Peas

January 2018

 Directions:
1. Soak black-eyed peas in water overnight. 
Drain and rinse. 

2. Heat oil in a large pot over medium-high 
heat. Sautee onion, minced garlic and red 
pepper until soft. Add black-eyed peas, Cajun 
spices, bay leaf and enough vegetable stock 
to cover the peas by 1 inch. Season with 
freshly-ground pepper to taste. Bring to a boil, 
then reduce the heat to a simmer. Simmer for 
about 1 to 1.5 hours or until beans are soft. 

3. When beans are done, remove the pot from 
heat and stir through the chard and smoky 
paprika or liquid smoke. Cover the pot for a 
couple minutes to allow the chard to wilt from 
the remaining heat. Garnish with chopped 
green onions and serve with cornbread, rice or 
quinoa.
