ESSAY FORMAT
The essay must be original and of 350 to 500 words. It must be typewritten on white 8 1/2” x 11” paper. No 
name may appear on the body of the essay. All participant information can be completed on the entry form. All 
essays submitted become the property of SWRE and will not be returned.

JUDGING
An independent judge will review the entries for creativity, originality, accuracy, organization, grammatical 
correctness, style and content. The judge will select eight finalists from Texas and Oklahoma and select the top 
two essays (one from Oklahoma and one from Texas). 

PRIZES AWARDED
At least eight finalists will receive a $50 cash prizes. The top two essay authors will win an all-expenses paid 
trip to Energy Camp.* Participating teachers will receive a $50 classroom donation (limit one per teacher)!
